To finalise the installation click “Finish”.
If the USB driver is installed the SUB-serial converter cable can be connected. Windows XP or Windows 2000 will recognise the cable immediately. The following messages will appear:
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For your own convenience always connect the cable to the same USB port of your PC. Windows generates automatically a com port for the connected cable. So, if you switch to another USB port, the com port number will be different and you have checked the number in the Windows device manager and change every time the “Com port setup” in the SDT software. By using the same USB port, the installation is made once and for all.
